#4 “Long Road” long/deep female vocals, quirky space grooves, hi-hats, cymbals, 

#5 “Anymore” A woman’s sullen tale of lost love.  The background music reflects that with dramatic, touching synths and strings.  

#6 “Love Me”- drums, hi-hat, epic altered symphonic strings, male vocals.  Reminds me of R. Kelly I think???
#7  “Dub Theory” has drums, bass lines, several different guitars, pianos, voices, hi-hats- it has a very Jamaican influence I think- kinda sounds like reggae
