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Dj Tiesto is firmly established as the world’s #1 trance DJ for 3 years running, as featured in the annual DJ Mix Mag worldwide dj rankings.  This CD, the Parade of the Athletes, is a compilation featuring the songs written& performed by Tiesto in the opening ceremony of the 28th Olympics in Athens. His style has always based in the world of progressive trance.  The album begins with 'Heroes', an uplifting piece of trance Tiesto says “was written as a symbol of the athletes perseverance and heroic achievements.”  The break-beat percussion makes this track interesting and worth a listen.  Breda 8pm”(#2) is a remix of a classic Tiesto tracked called “Dallas 4pm” which he wrote after a show I think I saw him at, hehe..with a strong beat and some funky new fills it is worth a listen.  Next up is 'Ancient History, This track features an ancient Egyptian sounding wind instrument and plenty of percussive fills which make it slightly techy.  Next is a song called 'Traffic', taken from Tiesto’s previous last album “Just Be”. This one is a great track which feels like a continuous build-up the whole way through. Listen out for that top breakdown where the synth work is explored and transposed.  Next up is a song entitled ‘Euphoria’, a [image: image1.png]




track written in Tiesto’s own words “about the feeling you get when you win”.  ‘Olympic Flame’ follows on from track 6 and it picks up the level to something a little more powerful, with a driving bass line and bass drum which pauses only for a heavenly breakdown. Next up on the album is an older Tiesto track named ‘Lethal Industry’, a track made up of a continuous bass line and a simple synthesized melody. The speed is once again picked up in the next track, ‘Coming Home’ and it acts as a good build up to the following classic, re-worked for the Olympics ‘Adagio for Strings’. A beautiful blend of old and new, capturing the essence of uplifting trance with some extraordinary synth's and strings. The second last song on the album, ‘Victorious’ again acts as an energy boost for the following, ‘Forever Today’. Also a track also released on Tiesto’s last CD, but very appropriately used to finish an epic album.
Basically if you like Tiesto you will love this entire CD.  If you don’t like trance or a continuous mix then you might have problems with dropping just a single from it.  It can be sort of tricky – I would recommend a serious fade-out at the end of any track starting with like 30 seconds left, unless you want to have a bunch of momentum building right until the last minute when you stop it.  Play some tracks in order to get the full Tiesto effect.  The best way to appreciate this mix is by playing the ENTIRE CD so, I dunno, if someone needs a clean disc to leave on for an hour because someone is late or something, this is it!!
