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Unified Citizen promotes unification through dance music.  In a world that divides and separates, dance music bring us back together.

Jeremy Word is Kid Icarus and he is a leader in the Texas EDM community.  When he talks about uniting the entire dance music scene he is not kidding.  I have watched crowds of people consistently turn out for Jeremy's events and his track record proves his success.  His label Prototype has brought more international DJ headliners in to Texas than any group by far.  I saw him play before DJ Dan @ Sidekicks in Austin and when they threw a stack of CDs out at the crowd I grabbed one and reviewed it and here you are!

For many years now I have watched him unite a dance floor under his bangin’ hardcore dance music.  No one is concerned about genres when Kid Icarus plays because we don’t know what to expect from him except for anything hard and fast featuring aggressive mixing between tracks.  If you want to get technical then it’s hard tech driving house/techno.  You might have a hard time telling when one song ends and another begins but that's the best part!  My favorite part of the CD is between tracks 4-6.  The Jackal's "Clear Message" is hard edge techy electro house synth-laden groove fest and when he mixes Dallas Superstars "fast driving" explosive techno filled with simple grooves and melodies and hi-hats and this shit is so hard I can't ever help but nod my head because it is so groovy and before you even know what's hit you he drops in to in to "Electricity" by Land Between Grooves and now the party has really started.  This is funky techno with a fresh twist because it never gets boring.  I am not sure what it is about Kid Ic but I always get excited at any opportunity to see him play or go to a show sponsored by Prototype.  He is a true local DJ who really cares about this scene we have managed and it would not surprise me to see one of his 12” releases hit it big time worldwide, or if one of his mix CDs got picked up by a major label.  Kid Icarus is just brimming with talent and nearly any other DJ could learn much by watching the way he keeps a dance floor captivated and moving for the full length of any 2 hour set I have ever seen him play (which is a lot!!!)
