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OM:10 is a ten-year anniversary sampler from the "little label that could" out of San Francisco.  OM was founded back in 1995. Built around the idea of creating “future music”, they have, over the past decade produced consistently strong, timeless tracks.  Their fresh feel-good sound shines throughout a transition period for electronic music. For many years they have embraced the downtempo trend as well.   Hip-hop is nothing new for them, either.  Even though their music transcends so many different styles, there is just something about an OM track that seems instantly recognizable: it’s smooth, luscious, vibrant and juicy.. 
Much has changed in the world of house music since Johnny Fiasco and Marques Wyatt began releasing west-coast style beats for OM.  They have been at the forefront of trends in dance music for some time now.  I fully expect them continue to help you relax and take it easy for many years to come with their blend of future music.  Lots of mentions about love and happiness here with disco sounds and calls for change in society with the hip-hop.
Mark Farina’s Mushroom Jazz is probably the longest running series of its kind and many classics from past editions appear in the 2nd and 3rd CDs.  The diverse nature of the label is most evident in disc 3.  Whether it’s house beats or acid jazz, tracks just seem to mesh well together.   It’s hard to pick favorites but I will tell you some of my favorite producers I haven’t already mentioned include: , Rithma, King Kooba, Ming and FS, Wyatt, J Boogie, Afro-Mystik, Blue Boy, Kaskade, JT Donaldson
