· I look through ‘bass’ and ‘beats’ loops in the Garageband program. I hear a couple good ones that get my head nodding so that’s great. 

· The hard part is putting other instruments and loops in to mix with the bass. It’s going to take a lot of creativity and patience in order for me to get what I’m looking for. 

· Something hits me; an idea to try out something dramatic that would lead into the hip hop beat well.

I had a hard time figuring out what to do and how to get started. I particularly just wanted to compose a hip hop beat. I didn’t think that would be very interesting because when I listen to music, I love songs with lots of bass in it. I didn’t want just bass so I added other loops before the actual loop for the song would come on. 

I think this loop would be better fit for a music video, not just as a song to listen to. The first like 37 seconds are bit slow and dreadful.
