One segment of the movie will be about the use of robots for reasons of security and defense. People around the world have already begun developing and using robotic innovations in their homes, in their police forces, and in their military units in order to more efficiently provide security and reduce the risk of harm to humans. The fear is that we are arming this race of robots so well that if we ever lose control over them and they one day can think for themselves, they will already be well prepared and positioned to revolt.

(Robotic Exoskeletons)
With warfare becoming increasingly urban, the use of tanks and other artillery in confined spaces will be a difficult task. Militaries across the globe have begun the development of heavy armory that can be worn and controlled by each individual soldier wearing this fine piece of robotic machinery. Even Robert A. Heinlein, author of Starship Troopers, states in his book, “"the beauty of a powered suit [is that] you don't have to think about it. You don't have to drive it, fly it, con it, operate it: you just wear it and it takes orders directly from your muscles…"
(Unmanned Aircrafts and land vehicles)

In the effort to protect soldiers during times of war, aircrafts and other vehicles have been developed that can be robotically controlled to relieve the chance of unnecessary risk to human life. By sending in unmanned aircrafts and robotic land vehicles for reconnaissance and neutralization missions, the lives lost during war can be astronomically reduced leaving our efficient battle robots to do the job for us. U.S. Colonel Tom Dillard put it best when he spoke in favor of similar projects asking, “Why put a person in harm’s way if you can take a machine and new technology to go ahead and do a first look?”
(Security Robots)

For many years now, we have had home security systems that set off alarms during the intrusion of a burglar or the burning of a fire. However, this system has many holes leaving many homes still burnt to a crisp and criminals who are never caught. This has all changed though now with the advent of home security robotics. Home security robots can now protect your home from fires, burglary, carbon monoxide poisoning and virtually any other threat to your home and safety. Mitsubishi’s “Wakamaru” and Sanyo’s “Banryu” are already available on the market now. 
Imagine if you were out with friends one night and a fire has suddenly started in your kitchen. These home security robots would be able to not only detect the early signs of a fire, but it would snap pictures of the event and send them to your cell phone and/or e-mail at work. You can now trust your home while it is in the hands and control of your home security robot.
